Dear Parents,
Battle of the Books - Year 6

In Year 6, we are very excited to begin our Battle of the Books. This ongoing project encourages
children to engage in the sustained reading of a variety of authorial styles, and provides a platform
for them to debate, discuss and compare books. After the reading deadline, children will vote on a
book to go through to the final. We are taking three books in the first round and giving Year 6
students until Monday 28th February 2022 to read them all. The second half of Term 3 and Term 4
will have a second round of books, before a grand finale in the summer term.
